This talk will provide an overview of The Children’s Hospital at Westmead (CHW) School-Link Initiative which has partnered with the Department of Education and Communities (DEC) and Ageing, Disability and Home Care (ADHC), Department of Family and Community Services to support the mental health needs of this population. We will use a combination of literature and case studies to discuss the background, interventions, prevention programs and referral pathways for this population.

2. Identified current interventions for this population.
